The operation’s existing and proposed livestock facilities (LWCFs) are located in the W 1/2, & NW, NE 1/4, Section 21, & SW 1/4, SE 1/4, Section 16, Township 10N, Range 22W,  Dawson County, Nebraska. The existing LWCFs include one holding pond, and three debris basins, two wet basins, five lift stations, and one feed storage bin.  No new construction is proposed at this time.
The application indicates an existing maximum of 35,000 head of Feeder Cattle and proposes a new maximum of 38,000 head of Feeder Cattle. 
The Department has reviewed the application to ensure compliance with the Livestock Waste Management Act and Title 130 – Livestock Waste Control Regulations.  Currently, the Department intends to approve the application for a major modification to the previously issued Construction and Operating Permit.
