Mr. Webster made the motion to authorize the Program Sustainability Committee to 
assist with the development of a legislative bill to secure $750,000 of annual 
appropriations from the general fund to sustain the Water Well Standards Program at 
it’s current staffing level at the Department of Environment and Energy. Mr. Mackin 
seconded the motion.
